TITLE: BUILDING WORK STARTS AT TULLO WIND FARM 

DATE: Monday 14th September 2009
Construction starts today (Tuesday 15th September) on Tullo Wind Farm near Laurencekirk in Aberdeenshire. 
The seven-turbine project will have an effective capacity of 17 megawatts and is expected to be operational in October next year. It will be capable of generating sufficient electricity to meet the average annual needs of around 9,000 homes.

The wind farm was granted planning permission in July 2005, and in November 2008 was sold by West Coast Energy to Eneco Wind UK, which has subsequently placed contracts for the supply and installation of the seven wind turbines.

Helen Cassini, Development and Project Manager at Eneco Wind UK, said: “Tullo is our first venture into the UK wind market. We aim to ensure that its construction and operation causes as little inconvenience to our neighbours as possible.”
“We have set up a local liaison committee made up of district and community councillors to monitor the construction process and to provide local people with a means of raising any issues that arise. 
“We have also sent a leaflet to every home in the area outlining details about the construction and how our new neighbours can contact us.”  
Construction will take place in two phases. Phase one starts today (September 15th) and will last about two months. In this stage, access tracks will be laid, a temporary construction compound built and the site entrance completed. 
Construction will then pause for winter before phase two begins in February. This will last around seven months and will involve construction of a sub-station, completion of the access tracks, installation of underground cables, and the building of the foundations on which the wind turbines will stand. The turbines will then be erected.
The turbines, made by Nordex based in Hamburg, Germany, will remain in-situ for 25 years, after which time they will be removed and the site restored, leaving no visible trace of the wind farm’s existence.
