
Introduction

Tullo is a 17MW wind farm located three miles from 
Laurencekirk, Aberdeenshire, which became fully operational 
in September 2010.

Eneco purchased the rights to develop 
Tullo Wind Farm from West Coast Energy 
in November 2008 and subsequently 
developed the site which is Eneco’s first 
wind project in the UK.

The site consists of seven turbines 
generating sufficient electricity to meet 
the average annual energy needs of  
9,000 homes and provides annual CO2 
savings of 19,000 tonnes.* 
*As per RenewableUK calculations.

The project is contributing to Aberdeenshire 
Council’s ambitious target of the county 
being carbon neutral by 2030, as set out  
in the 2008 Sustainability Charter.

In April 2011, Eneco submitted a scoping 
request to Aberdeenshire Council to explore 
the potential of extending Tullo Wind Farm. 
We also sent a newsletter to every home 
within 5km of the site providing an update 
and inviting feedback.

Eneco would like to emphasise that these 
details are not finalised and the number, 
size and location of the turbines is likely 
to be modified as the consultation, design 
and environmental impact assessment 
(EIA) progress. In providing this early 

indicative site layout, Eneco does not 
intend to direct attention away from 
comments on the wider area within the 
application boundary, as it is possible 
that the layout could change to utilise 
these areas subject to public feedback, 
consultation, EIA and technical design 
considerations.

Community fund

For Tullo Wind Farm, Eneco has initiated  
a community fund, which is being run  
by the community for the community  
and distributing £17,000 each year 
(£1,000 per MW).

The community fund for the extension 
site, if planning permission is granted,  
will be £2,500 per MW. This will not alter 
the community fund on the current site 
which will remain at £1,000 per MW. 

Eneco has close links with communities local to developments 
and is committed to making sure they are involved in projects 
from an early stage. 

The fund is being managed by the Mearns 
Area Partnership, which is now inviting 
applications for projects that should 
benefit residents in six community 
council areas: Arbuthnott, Benholm and 
Johnshaven, Gourdon, Inverbervie, Mearns 
and St Cyrus.

The fund will welcome applications for 
projects that:
•	benefit children and vulnerable people
•	involve community buildings or 

regeneration
•	boost the environment or wildlife
•	have health, education, heritage or 

sustainability benefits



About the scoping request

Eneco is currently exploring the potential of extending 
Tullo Wind Farm and has submitted a scoping request to 
Aberdeenshire Council.

The report defines the topics that will 
be covered in the Environmental Impact 
Assessment (EIA), such as wildlife surveys, 
land use and transportation infrastructure, 
required to support any planning 
application for an extension. 

We are currently proposing turbines in  
the extension to have a maximum hub 
height of 80m (a maximum height to 
blade tip of 125m), which will provide  
a maximum generation capacity of 3MW 
per wind turbine.

The size and number of the turbines, 
design layout and resulting output will 
be influenced by feedback during this 
consultation process, as well as by the 
findings of the EIA.



Next steps

Eneco is committed to communicating with and responding 
quickly to the needs, interests and concerns of the 
local community throughout the planning process and 
development of the Tullo Wind Farm Extension.

We will be arranging further public 
consultation on the project once elements 
of the EIA have been completed.

We consider all public feedback collected 
to date, with this having an influence on 
the development of the wind farm.
